Projects that specifically address the gaps identified in the “Statement of Need” (page 2) will be given priority. Statement of Need

Through a community needs assessment conducted in 2006, the Orange County Affiliate of Susan G. Komen for the Cure has identified the following needs:

1. Projects focusing on education and outreach among underserved ethnic communities, uninsured or underinsured populations, including those slightly above 200% Federal Poverty Level, and women under age 40.

Area of emphasis: 

· Increase awareness of risk of getting breast cancer
· Increase awareness of the benefits of early detection
· Increase awareness of breast health services and eligibility criteria
· Increase ability to access and utilize breast health services
2. Projects focusing on screening and diagnostic services among underserved ethnic communities and uninsured or underinsured populations, including those slightly above 200% Federal Poverty Level.

Area of emphasis:
· Reduce cost barriers (i.e. can’t afford transportation, can’t afford childcare, can’t afford cost of services, can’t afford to take off work due to lost wages, etc.)

3. Projects focusing on patient navigation assistance for screening, re-screening, diagnosis and after-diagnosis among underserved ethnic communities, uninsured or underinsured populations, including those slightly above 200% Federal Poverty Level, and women under age 40.

Area of emphasis:

· Guidance of patients through the breast health/cancer system to facilitate and increase access to quality standard of care.
4. Projects focusing on survivorship issues for persons diagnosed with, affected by, or are survivors of breast cancer. 
Area of emphasis:

· Improve post-diagnosis support for breast cancer survivors and/or their families among underserved ethnic communities, uninsured or underinsured populations, including those slightly above 200% Federal Poverty Level, and women under age 40. 

Guidelines and Instructions for Applicants

Failure to adhere to these guidelines will result in delayed processing or refusal of the application.
Qualifications
Applications will be accepted from U.S. nonprofit (federally tax-exempt) organizations, e.g., educational institutions, government agencies, and Indian tribes are eligible.  U.S. citizenship or residency is not required.  Applications must be submitted in English.  Applicant organizations must be located and/or provide services that benefit people residing in Orange County.

Restrictions
· Project must be specific to breast health and/or breast cancer (e.g. if a project is a combined breast and cervical cancer project, funding may only be requested for the breast cancer portion).
· Services provided must benefit people residing in Orange County.

· Indirect costs, if applicable, should be no more than 10% of direct costs.

· Equipment costs, if applicable, may not exceed 30% of direct costs and should be used exclusively on this project. 

· Equipment, if requested, will not be used in a for-profit situation and is acquired at a reasonable cost through a competitive bid process.
· Salaries, if requested, are for personnel related to this project only and not general work of applicant. 

Review
Applications received complete and meeting compliance with these guidelines will be submitted for grant review by an independent panel established through the local grants committee, in accordance with the grant making guidelines set forth by Komen National.  For applicants who have previously received funding from the Komen Orange County Affiliate, past performance will be considered.  This review will be conducted by the Affiliate Grants Committee and will consider the degree of satisfactory past performance and compliance with grant requirements. 

Contracts
A grant contract will be the legal mechanism for funding.

Grant Period 
Grant period begins January 1, 2008 and will conclude on December 31, 2008.

Payment and Reporting 
The first payment will be made before the start of the grant period and upon receipt of the fully executed contract.  For grants under $10,000, payment for the second half of the grant period will be made upon receipt of a satisfactory progress report, which is due at the end of the first six (6) months of the grant period.  For grants over $10,000, there will be four installments and payment for the third installment will be made upon receipt of a satisfactory progress report, which is due at the end of the first six (6) months of the grant period.  A final report is due within thirty (30) days of completion of the grant period.  Organizations shall maintain all fiscal, statistical and management books/records pertaining to the program and service delivery.   
Confirmation of Receipt of Application
Confirmation of receipt of application will be mailed to the project director following review of compliance to guidelines.  If immediate confirmation receipt is requested, please include a self-addressed, stamped postcard that will be returned to you immediately upon receipt of the application.  Please do not contact the Orange County Affiliate of Susan G. Komen for the Cure regarding the status of the application during the review period. 

Announcement  
Announcement of grants awarded will be made by November 14, 2007.  Project directors will be notified of the outcome of the review in writing. 

Number of Grants and Grant Amounts to be Awarded 
The actual number of awards will depend on the amount of funds available.  Proposals may be funded at lesser amounts than requested.  
Applications must follow these guidelines:
Format 
All proposals must be written in English and assembled in the format and order described below.  Please use the forms included in the grant application.  Narrative sections must be properly labeled and submitted single-spaced on 8½ inch by 11 inch paper with one inch left and right margins.  Font size should be no smaller than 10-point.  Use Arial or Times New Roman only.  All pages must be numbered sequentially.   
Please keep proposals to the page limits stated below.  Excess pages will be removed prior to review.  Applications should be bound by staples, paper clips or binder clips only.  Please no spiral bound materials.  Fax copies will not be accepted.

Proposal Cover Pages (Form Provided)
The proposal cover pages consist of general information about the organization and provide space for an abstract of the proposed project.  If the organization is funded, this description will be used to describe the project in all publicity and reports.  (Please note:  signature of approving institutional personnel, other than project director, is required.)
The narrative for the abstract is not to exceed 200 words.  The abstract shall include the following information only:

1. Identification of applicant and 1-2 sentences about the applicant’s credibility

2. The reason for the grant request: issue, problem or need to be met

3. The objectives to be achieved through this funding 

4. The kinds of activities to be conducted to accomplish these objectives

In the context of this grant application, the following definitions apply:
“Outreach” is defined as reaching out to various communities to find people who do not use or who underuse medical services.  Outreach is making meaningful contacts with people on their terms in their natural settings within well-defined communities, while also providing any service that facilitates and promotes breast health care.

“Education” is defined as activities targeted at improving overall understanding about breast health/breast cancer, promoting action toward early detection, increasing awareness about how to initiate the screening process and resources for care and/or treatment.

“Patient Navigation” is defined as assistance in providing persons needing access to screening, re-screening and, in the case of abnormal findings, accessing the cancer care system.  In addition, patient navigation refers to activities to help patients and family members overcome barriers to quality, standard care. 

“Screening” is defined as a complete breast health screening cycle which begins with a Clinical Breast Exam (CBE) and minimally includes a CBE and mammography.

“Survivorship” refers to programs addressing quality of life issues and/or support after diagnosis for breast cancer patients and/or their families.

A. Organization Capability  
This is a narrative not to exceed 1 page.  Organizations shall demonstrate that they are capable of providing effective, high quality breast health/breast cancer services.  This narrative shall include the following information:

1. Breast health/breast cancer services currently provided

2. Experience providing the proposed services and any related services

3. History serving proposed population
4. Evidence of success in delivering services to proposed population

5. Ability to conduct program evaluation and quality management
6. Ability to coordinate activities with other providers of related services

7. Fiscal capability to manage the proposed services and to ensure an adequate audit trail
B. Problem Statement & Needs
This is a narrative not to exceed 2 pages.  This narrative shall include the following information:

1. A description of the population to be served 
2. Evidence of risk/need within that population 
3. Statistics specific to Orange County (if local data is unavailable, include other applicable data)
C. Project Description 
This is a narrative not to exceed 3 pages.  This narrative shall include the following information:
1. Explanation of the proposed project and how it addresses one or more of the gaps identified in the Statement of Need (page 2)
2. Description of project goals and objectives (NOTE:  When writing your objectives, please differentiate between the number of new clients who will be served and the number of clients who are already enrolled in your program who will be served again during this grant period.)  

“Goals” are defined in the context of this grant application as broad statements of long term accomplishments. 

For example: Increase the number of women who are screened for breast cancer in Orange County who are eligible for Every Woman Counts.
“Objectives” are defined in the context of this grant application as “outcome objectives.” “Outcome objectives” are specific and quantifiable statements of the desired results of a program.  They are statements about expected changes or results in knowledge, attitudes, behavior, health status, community conditions or norms, systems of health or social services, or policy.   

For example: By December 31, 2008, 200 women who have not been screened in the previous 24 months and who qualify for Every Woman Counts will get a mammogram. 
3. Description of activities planned to accomplish the project objectives and timetable (Is this a new or ongoing activity of your organization?)
4. Description of other organizations or entities, if any, participating in the project (If applicable, letters of collaboration should be included from each organization.)
5. A review of comparable programs offered in this service area and an explanation of how this project is unique
6. Description of the evaluation plan (This section should describe how you will monitor the progress you expect to make in the project and how you will measure that you are achieving your objectives and outcomes.)
D. Financial Information 
This section shall include: 
1. Copy of organization’s current audited financial statements for the most recent available year
2. Copy of organization’s current annual budget
3. List of other sources of current funding for the project, amounts received or to be received from those sources
4. List of other organizations with whom you have grant applications pending 

5. Long term strategies for funding of the project after initial funding
6. Total budget (Form provided)
7. Budget justification (Form provided)
E. Biographical Information

Submit a resume or curriculum vitae for the projector director and all project personnel listed in the budget request. (Limit 2 pages per person.) 
F. Proof of Current 501(c)(3) Nonprofit Status for Applicant Institution
Nonprofit organizations must prove they are legally eligible to claim “nonprofit”
and/or tax-exempt status by submitting a copy of an IRS determination letter indicating nonprofit or 501 (3)(c) tax-exempt status.  Submit an explanation if you cannot supply this documentation.
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
